Start dance after 32 counts, first two walls are danced with No Vocals

[1-8] Rock Across, Recover, Side Toe Strut, Rock Across, Recover, Side Toe Strut,

1 2 Rock step right across left, recover back onto left in place

3 4 Touch right toe out to side, strut right heel down

5 6 Rock step left across right, recover back onto right in place

7 8 Touch left toe out to side, strut left heel down 12.00

[9-16] Rock Across, Recover, 1/4 Toe Strut, Left Rocking Chair

1 2 Rock step right across left, recover back onto left in place,

3 4 Turn 1/4 right then touch right toe forward, strut right heel down 3.00

5 6 Rock step left forward, recover back onto right in place

7 8 Rock step left back, recover forward onto right in place

[17-24] Rock Forward, Recover, 1/4 Side, Together, Rock Forward, Recover, Slide, Slide

1 2 Rock step left forward, recover back onto right in place 3.00

3 4 Turn 1/4 left then step left out to side, step right beside left 12.00

5 6 Rock step left forward, recover weight back onto right in place

7 8 Slide left back, slide right back

[25-32] Slide, Drag, Rock Back, Recover, Step Pivot 1/4, Step Pivot 1/4

1 2 Slide left back, drag right back through

3 4 Rock step right back, recover weight forward onto left in place *

5 6 Step right forward, pivot 1/4 left taking weight onto left in place 9.00

7 8 Step right forward, pivot 1/4 left taking weight onto left in place 6.00



ENDING: On last wall, dance up to count 28, then step right forward, hold, walk
forward left, right, left
