4 Brush left foot forward

5 Step and rock forward on left foot
6 Rock weight back to right foot

7 Step left foot beside right foot

8 Hold

Rock-Step-Step-Hold, Step-Lock-Step-Hold

1 Step and rock backward on right foot

2 Rock weight forward to left foot

3 Step right foot beside left foot

4 Hold

5 Step left foot forward

6 Step and lock right foot behind and to the left side of the left foot
7 Step left foot forward

8 Hold

Rock-Step-(¥2 Turn)Step-Hold, Full Turn to the Right



Step and rock forward on right foot
Rock weight back to left foot [COUPLES: drop the left hands]

Make a Y4 turn to the right and step and turn the right foot to the right (in preparation for
the full turn)

[COUPLES: for the next few steps, the man does not make the full turn; he makes only

a Y turn to the right and raises his right hand for the lady to do a full turn under his

right arm]

4 Hold

5 Continue turning and step on left foot

6 Hold

7 Continue turning to finish the full turn and step on right foot [COUPLES: resume sweetheart
position]
