Fwd Back &Fwd, Fwd Back &Fwd, Fwd Back 1/4 Turn, Across 1/4 1/2

13,14&15 Rock/step fwd on R, Rock back on L, Step R beside L, Step fwd on L

16,17&18 Rock/step fwd on R, Rock back on L, Step R beside L, Step fwd on L

19,20,21 Rock/step fwd on R, Rock back on L, Making 1/4 turn right step R to right side
22,23,24 Step L across R, Making 1/4 turn left step back on R, Making 1/2 left step fwd on L
Step Pivot 1/2 Step Fwd, Side Return Fwd, Side Return Fwd, Side Return Behind
25,26,27 Step fwd on R, Pivot 1/2 turn left transferring wt to L, Step fwd on R

28,29,30 Rock/step L to left, Rock/return wt sideways onto R, Step fwd on L

31,32,33 Rock/step R to right, Rock/return wt sideways on to L, Step fwd on R

34,35,36 Rock/step L to left, Rock/return wt sideways onto R, Step L behind R
The overall movement for the next 6 counts is slightly backwards

& Making 1/4 turn right step fwd on R
37,38,39 Rock/step fwd on L, Rock back on R, Step a big step back on L

& Step R beside L



40,41,42 Rock/step fwd on L, Rock back on R, Step a big step back on L
& Walk LRL, Touch Hold Hold

&43,44,45 Step R beside L, Walk fwd L,R,L

46,47,48 Touch R toe across L foot left hand on left hip - hold the pose for another 2 counts
Fwd R L 1/4 Turn, Across 1/4 1/4, Across 1/4 1/2, Step Pivot 1/2, & Walk LRL

49,50,51 Step/slide fwd on R, Step fwd on L, Pivot 1/4 turn right transferring wt to R
52,53,54 Step L across R, Making 1/4 left step back on R, Making 1/4 left step L to left
55,56,57 Step R across L, Making 1/4 right step back on L, Making 1/2 right step fwd on R
58,59,60 Step fwd on L, Pivot 1/2 right transferring wt to R, Step fwd on L

&61,62,63 Step R beside L, Walk fwd L,R,L,
