[1 - 8] VINE RIGHT, VINE LEFT

1-4 Step R to side, step L behind R, Step R to side, touch L ( clap )

5-8 Step L to side, step R behind L, Step L to side, touch R (clap )

[9 - 16] DIAGONAL STEP TOUCH with CLAPS ( K-STEP )

1-2 Step R to right front diagonal, Touch L beside R ( clap )
3-4 Step L to left back diagonal, Touch R beside L ( clap )
5-6 Step R to right back diagonal, Touch L beside R ( clap )
7 -8 Step L to left front diagonal, Touch R beside L ( clap )

[17 - 24] RIGHT ROCK CROSS, HOLD, LEFT ROCK CROSS, HOLD

1-4 Step R to side, recover onto L, Cross R over L, hold

5-8 Step L to side, recover onto R, Cross L over R, hold

[25 - 32] ROCK FWD / BACK 1/2R TURN, HOLD, PIVOT 1/2R, STEP, TOUCH

1-4 Step R forward, replace weight to L, Turn 1/2 R, hold

5-8 Step L, Pivot 1/2R, Step L forward, touch R

ENDING ~ Music will end on Count 28 (facing back), just continue with Steps 29 to 32

to finish at front
