1-3 Cross left foot in front of right, step right foot to right side, step left foot next to right

4-6 Cross right foot in front of left, turn % turn right stepping back on left, step right foot to
right side (3 o’clock)

7-9 Cross rock left foot over right, recover back on right, step left foot to left side
10-12 Cross right foot in front of left, step left foot to left side, step right foot next to left

Basic Forward to Right Diagonal, % Turn Right and Back Basic (Modified), Step Slide
and Hold, Back Slide and Hook

13-15 Turning to face the right diagonal, step left foot forward, step together right, step left in
place
16-18 On the ball of left foot pivot ¥ turn right and step right foot back, step together left, turning

1/8 turn right step right foot in place (9 o’clock)
19-21 Step forward on left foot, slide right foot next to left and hold for one count
22-24 Step back on right foot, slide left foot back and hook left foot across right

Step and ¥4 Turn Left, Side and Slide, Behind-Side-Cross, Step Side Rock, Recover and
Cross, Side-Behind-Sweep, Behind-Side-Drag

25-27 Step forward on left foot turning Y4 turn left, step right foot to right side, slide left foot next
to right

28-30 Cross left foot behind right, step right to right side, cross left foot in front of right

31-33 Step right foot to right side and rock, recover weight to left, cross right foot over left

34-36 Step left foot to left side, cross right foot behind left, sweep left from front to back



37-39 Cross left foot behind right, step right foot to right side, drag left foot to right
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
