SECTION 1: TWINKLE X 2

1, 2,3 Cross left over right, step right to right side, step left next to right

4,5, 6 Cross right over left, step left to left side, step right next to left
SECTION 2: BASIC FORWARD, BASIC BACK

1, 2,3 Step forward on left foot, step right next to left, step left in place
4,5, 6 Step back right, step left next to right, step right in place
SECTION 3: BASIC FORWARD, BASIC BACK

1, 2,3 Step forward on left foot, step right next to left, step left in place
4,5, 6 Step back right, step left next to right, step right in place
SECTION 4: %2 TURN LEFT, BASIC BACK

1, 2,3 Step left foot ¥4 turn to left, step right next to left, step left in place

4,5, 6 Step back right, step left next to right, step right in place

Once beginners have mastered the steps, you can do this dance in equal sized lines
holding hands, letting go as you turn ¥ and then holding hands with the dancers in the

rows next to you.
